I hope that this finds you all well and enjoying sum-
mer. We have strawberries and raspberries that the 
slugs and birds haven’t had. I have some flowers that 
are like cosmos, morning glory, and sweet peas com-
ing up. Our lettuce isn’t up yet, but our roses are beau-
tiful! There has been so much rain and flooding in 
France.  

I’ve been encouraging Sister Chimene so pray that I 
will be able to guide her in her life for Christ. She is 
doing better and trying to teach her mother now.  

I am happy to be back in France. I did so enjoy teach-
ing children at the Greenbank Church of Christ and 
participating in classes while in Delaware. I’ve been 
preparing new lessons to do that again on the next trip 
I go with Roland. He was in the states July 12 and re-
turned on October 13. Lord willing, I will be able to 
make the next trip. 

We are thankful for each prayer and help from those 
who have been with us in this journey, serving the 
Lord in France, America, and other places.
